Back: 
Using 3.75mm Knitting Needles 

and Aqua cast on 71[75,79,83]sts 

Working in K1, P1 rib work 4 

rows Auqa, 2 Light Grey, 2 Aqua, 

2 Light Grey, 4 Aqua 

Change to 4.40mm Knitting 

Needles and work in st.st 

throughout 

Work 32[34,36,38] rows Aqua, 

24[26,28,30] rows Light Grey *** 

Change to Aqua and work until 

back measures 

15½[16½,18,19½]ins from beg 

Shape Shoulders: 

Cast off 17[19,21,23]sts at beg of 

next 2 rows 

Leave remaining 37 sts on a 

holder for Back Neck 

Front: 
Work as for Back to *** 

Change to Aqua and work until 

there are 10 rows less than Back 

to Shape Shoulders 

Shape Neck: 

Next row: K22[24,26,28], turn 

Working on these sts only dec 1 

st at neck edge on every row 

until 17[19,21,23]sts remain. 

Continue working without 

shaping until front measures 

same as back to Shape Shoulders 

Cast off 

Slip centre 27 sts onto a holder. 

Rejoin yarn to remaining 

22[24,26,28]sts and complete as 

for other side 

Sleeves: 
Using 3.75mm Knitting Needles 

and Aqua cast on 41[41,43,43]sts 

Work in rib pattern as for Back 

Change to 4.50mm Knitting 

Needles 

Next row: K15[15,16,16] in Aqua, 

11 in Light Grey, 15[15,16,16] in 

Aqua 

Next row: P15[15,16,16] in Aqua, 

11 in Light Grey, 15[15,16,16] in 

Aqua 

These 2 rows mark the placing of 

the centre stripe. 

Continue working in st.st and 

keeping centre 11 sts in Light 

Grey, inc 1 st at each end of the 

following 3rd and every following 

4th rows until 65[67,69,71] are on 

needle 

Continue straight until sleeve

Needles Buttons Tension 
3.75mm pair of needles 
4.5mm pair of needles 

3 stitch holders 
 

19 stitches and 28 rows to 10cm 
(4in) over pattern on 4mm needles 

 

IT IS ESSENTIAL TO WORK TO THE STATED TENSION TO ENSURE THE CORRECT SIZING. If your tension square has 

less stitches, use a thinner needle, if more, use a thicker needle. 

 

  

 

 

Abbreviations 

k knit kfb knit front and 
back of loop 

s1 slip stitch dec decrease 

p purl st stitches stst stocking stitch ins/cm inches/centimetres 
k2tog knit 2 together rs right side psso pass slipped stitch over next knit stitch 
patt pattern ws wrong side ssk slip 1, k1, pass slipped st over 

 



measures 11[12,13,14]ins or 

length required 

Next row: Cast off 27[28,29,30], 

K11, cast off remaining 

27[28,29,30] sts 

Working on the remaining 11 sts 

in Light Grey continue until strip 

measures across cast off sts at 

Shoulder.

Neck: 
Using 3.75mm Knitting Needles 

and Aqua, with right side facing, 

Knit across 11 sts on top sleeve, 

pick up and knit 11[11,13,13]sts 

evenly down Left Front, Knit 

across sts on holder at centre 

neck, pick up and knit 

11[11,13,13]sts evenly up Right 

Front, K across 11 sts on top  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

sleeve, K across sts on holder for 

Back. 108[108,112,112]sts 

Work 3 rows Aqua, 2 rows Light 

Grey, 2 rows Aqua in K1, P1 rib 

Cast off in rib 

To make up: 
Sew shoulder stripes in place, 

sew Raglan, side and sleeve
